• The idea (2004): Ark, Innovatienetwerk, Stoming (LNV) 

• 2006: first dispensation frame -> concept of policy 

• July 15, 2009: first dispensation document (Port of 
Amsterdam) 

• April 15, 2011: judicial validation and robustness 

• Green Deal Temporary Nature (2011-2015) 

• 2016 Temporary Nature Foundation 



Green deal Temporary Nature 

• Work on bottlenecks 

• Inform green networks and governments. 

• Jurisprudence / Trials 

• Studies -> Framing temporary nature 

• Optimisation -> simplifying of the process 

• Legalisation  -> Official dispensation on Temporary Nature, 
National Policy, and Code of conduct 

• Continuation and new foundation
