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New (draft) Policies from Natural England

1. Greater flexibility when excluding & relocating EPS
Reduce exclusion & capture effort; accept some mortality;
better compensation habitat & benefits

2. Greater flexibility in location of compensatory habitats
Off-site rather than on-site compensatory habitat,
delivering bigger benefits

3. Allowing EPS on temporary habitats
On land prior to development, without need for ‘full’
compensation when it is developed

4. Appropriate survey effort
Reduce effort where impacts predicted & timescale critical
